Web Resources Co-Editor (1)
Manages all web-related JSC archives and responsible for updating the JSC Facebook and Twitter page.
 
Professional Development Coordinators (2)
Arranges the publishing and career development roundtables for the annual meeting.
 
ISPP Junior Scholars Blog Coordinators (2)
Maintains the JSC weblog.
